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1)HSPA 401: Physical Diagnosis I    

The student will be able to:
· Elicit and record a complete medical history; 
· Perform and record a complete physical examination (for systems considered)
· Recognize common abnormal physical findings; 
· Recognize age-related changes; 
· Recognize common disease entities; 
· Begin to formulate a differential diagnosis based on the history and physical exam findings.

2)Philosophy/Sociology 202 
Major Ideas and Issues in Education

The student will be able to:
· Develop knowledge of the evolution of major historical, sociological and philosophical ideas and issues in education.
· Understand the impact of the school on the other major institutions of society and the influence of those institutions in shaping schools
· Understand how these ideas and issues affect a student population that is increasingly diverse and increasingly urban.
· Formulate own personal educational philosophy
· Develop skills in composition and reading comprehension
· Develop research skills through the use of research journals, the internet and various databases

3) Biology 120 

This course is designed to introduce students to both the basic concepts underlying the inheritance of traits and the biology of the human reproductive system. By the end of this course, students will:
· Recognize the basic mechanisms underlying the transmission of traits form one generation to another.
· Correlate the basic mechanisms of heredity to the appearance and transmission of genetic disease.
· Recognize the new technologies developed to treat genetic disease and improve human reproduction.
· Identify the structure and function of the human reproductive system and how it relates to genetics.
